Adelante History

Beginning in 2003, several members have
worked together to address the lack of
opportunities for Hispanic/Latino and
migrant youth to attend college. In the
last several years we identified the need
for a collective plan for communication,
advocacy, programming and outreach to
the Hispanic/Latino and migrant student
population. In the summer of 2004,
several core organizations came together
to formally create the Adelante Education
Coalition.

Coalition members saw a pressing need for
collective work in education particularly
due to the dramatic increase in NC'’s
Hispanic/Latino population in recent
years. From 2002-2005, North Carolina’s
Hispanic/Latino student population rose
40%; more than 131,000 Hispanic/Latino
students are currently enrolled in North
Carolina public schools.

The rapid increase in the Hispanic/
Latino community has been accompanied
by a rise in anti-immigrant action and
rhetoric. Given this hostile environment,
immigrant students and their allies face
discrimination, as well as systemic and
social barriers for attaining educational
opportunities and access.
