In 1996 . President Bill Clinton signed into law the lllegal Immigration and Immigrant
Responsibility Act (ITTRA). This law said thatundocumented students could not qualify for in-state tuition
unless their state passed a law that ler them be considered residents for tuition purposes. Since then, many
states have passed laws that would allow undocumented students who have lived there for several years
to be eligible for in-state tuition. Currently, nine states have passed these kinds of laws, including
Oklahoma, New York, Texas, Utah, Kansas, New Mexico, Washington, Illinois, and California. Acleast
16 otherstates have had bills introduced to provide in-state tuition to undocumented students, including
North Carolina.

North Carolina requires undocumented students to pay out-of-state tuition
rates to attend any public university or community college in the state. The
costs of out-of-state tuition, however, are up to five times more expensive
than in-state rates. Because these students do notqualify for financial aid and
most scholarships, the costs of rtuition must be paid out-of-pocket or
through a limited pool of private scholarships. Many graduating students
are realizing that they will not be able to continue their education because
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of this major financial obstacle.

There has also been significant movement at the federal level to increase access to higher education for
undocumented students. The DREAM Act is a bill that has been introduced in the U.S. Congress every year
for the past 4 years with strong support from both Republicansand Democrars. The bill would make it easier
for states to offer in-state tuition to undocumented students by changing the 1996 law (I1IRA). It would
also create an opportunity for students to become legal permanent residents if they have been admitred into
a university or community college, demonstrated “good moral character,” and lived in the U.S. since they
were 16 years old or younger. Studentsall over the coun try have been building strong student-led movements
to support this bill.

While efforts continue to change these laws, there are still students who graduate from high school every year
and cannorafford to attend a university or commun ity college. In order to support those students now, many
nonprofic organizations have begun developing scholarships that do not require U.S, citizenship or legal
residency. While this has helped many students, there is still a need for a larger change that will ensure that
there is an opportunity for Educacién Para Todos!

Los Colegios Comunitarios en Carolina del Norte

La Universidad de Carolina del Norte, un sistema universitario compuesto de 16 escuelas diferentes, decidié en Noviembre del 2003 que
estudiantes indocumentados quien se hayan graduado de una preparatoria de los Estados Unidos serdn permitidos en atender cualquier universidad
de UNC con un rédito para estudiantes que son fucra del estado. Pero muchos estudiantes deben acudir a otras opciones mids econémicas como los
colegios comunitarios que tiene un rédito mucho mas baja. Sin embargo, cambios en las politicas de admisién han hecho més dificil la
matriculacién de estudiantes indocumentados en los colegios comunitarios aun cuando pagan un rédito para estudiantes fuera del estado.

North Carolina Community Colleges

The University of North Carolina, a multi-campus university composed of 16
different schools across the state, decided in November 2003 thar undocumented
students who had graduated from a U.S. high school would be allowed to attend a
UNC university at out-of-state tuition rates. But many students must turn to the
more affordable option of community colleges that have much lower tuition rates.
Changes in admissions policies, however, have made it more difficult for
undocumented students to enroll in community colleges even when they can pay
out-of-state tuirion,

In August 2004, The N.C. Community College System (NCCCS) issued another
memo that changed the original admissions policy. It stated that “local community
colleges have the discretion” to allow undocumented students to enroll in their
schools. Currently, less than 40 community colleges are officially enrolling
undocumented students while others have unclear or irregular policies. A coalition
